by Dimitri Laspas, Publisher: Jersey is the most southerly 

Island of the British Isles and was originally part of France 
which is just 12 miles away and can be seen from the east of 
the island.  Jersey is an island of contrasts - a bustling town 
with a modern waterfront area as well as an historic town. 
Sparkling seas, golden sands, rugged cliffs, picturesque 
harbours and fascinating countryside await visitors to Jersey. 
 

The Bailiwick of Jersey is a British Crown Dependency off 
the coast of Normandy, France. As well as the island of 
Jersey itself, the bailiwick includes 2 groups of small islands, 
the Minquiers and Écréhous, and the Pierres de Lecq and 
other rocks and reefs. Together with the bailiwick of Guernsey, 
it forms the grouping known as the Channel Islands. 

 
Jersey - St. Aubins Harbour. 

Jersey is a parliamentary democracy which is a dependency 
of the British Crown. It is a British island, but is not part of the 
United Kingdom. Nor is it a colony. Constitutionally, its status 
is that of a Crown Peculiar. And because it is supervised by 
a Bailiff, its structure is that of a bailiwick. There are no 
political parties, no cabinet and no prime minister. While 
Jersey makes its own laws, it has pledged allegiance to the 
English Crown ever since 1066, when William Duke of 
Normandy became King William I of England. Today, as 
Sovereign, Her Majesty Queen Elizabeth II is represented in 
the Island by the Lieutenant-Governor, through whom the 
Jersey and UK governments communicate. 
 

The earliest evidence of human activity on the island dates 
to about 250,000 years ago when hunters used the caves 
at La Cotte de St Brelade as a base for hunting mammoth. 
There was irregular activity in the area by nomadic hunters 
until settled communities started in the Neolithic period and 
when the building of the ritual burial sites known as 
dolmens took place.  
 

Jersey's currency is the Pound Sterling although it does 
have its own notes and coins. The official languages are 
English and French. Until the 1960s French was the only 
official language and it continues to be used in courts of 
law and by the legal profession. Most street names in 
Jersey remain in French.

Jerseyôs history is influenced by its strategic location 
between the northern coast of France and the southern 
coast of England; formerly under the control of Brittany and 
named Angia, Jersey was invaded by Vikings in the 9th 
century. The island was handed over to the Duchy of 

Normandy by William Longsword, Duke of Normandy in 933 
and it became one of the Norman Islands. William's 
descendant, William the Conqueror, conquered England in 
1066. The Duchy of Normandy and the Kingdom of England 
were governed under one monarch. King John lost all his 
territories in mainland Normandy in 1204 to King Philip II 
Augustus, but kept possession of Jersey, as well as 
Guernsey and the other Channel Islands. The islands have 
been internally self-governing since. 
 

Trade on the island has always been prosperous and diverse 
including agriculture, milling, fishing, shipbuilding, and the 
production of woollen goods. In the 19th century improvements 
in transport links brought tourism to the island. Accessible to 
get to and while there, the island has fast roads and country 
lanes as well as a network of over 74kms of óGreen Lanesô 
where a speed limit of 24kph is imposed and priority is given 
to walkers, cyclists and horse riders. 
 

The sea dominates the landscape with views of the 
surrounding Atlantic Ocean from virtually every point on the 
island. The coastline also offers infinite variety - majestic 
cliffs, exposed bays, sandy beaches and rocky coves are all 
immediately accessible.  
Jersey has something to offer everyone with the wealth of 
activities and attractions available on the Island including 
swimming, scuba diving, and wind surfing among other water 
sports. Play a game of golf at the famous Royal Jersey Golf 
Club, or try horse riding, cycling and walking. Boat trips are 
available to France, as well as trips for dolphin and seal 
spotting. Jersey has many magnificent castles, such as 
Elizabeth Castle or historic sites to give you a taste of the 
culture and history of the Island to explore too. For total 
relaxation spend time on one of the many stunning beaches 
Jersey has to offer. Jersey Zoo is set in 31 acres of grounds 
and is internationally famed for its work in saving and 
breeding endangered species. There is also the Living Legend 
attraction with its multimedia shows, adventure playground 
and live entertainment that will please younger visitors. The 
Jersey and the Maritime museums have interesting exhibits 
giving a glimpse of Jerseyôs rich maritime history.
